Where there is no property, or at least none that exceeds the value of two or
three days labour, civil government is not so necessary...

The rich, in particular, are necessarily interested to support that order of things which can alone
secure them in the possession of their own advantages. Men of inferior wealth combine to defend
those of superior wealth in the possession of their property, in order that men of superior wealth
may combine to defend them in the possession of theirs... Civil government, so far as it is
instituted for the security of property, is in reality instituted for the defence of the rich against the
poor, or of those who have some property against those who have none at all».
