Examples of topics

° Traditionally, populism has been considered a phenomenon of domestic politics. The
Manichean division of the social into two irreconcilable parts, “good people” versus “bad elites”
— the main feature of any populist discourse — has usually been performed within the context of
individual nation-states. However, because most of the problems that affect people’s lives in our
globalized world—migration, terrorism, pandemics, and so on — do not respect national borders,
at least some populist projects have acquired a transnational orientation. Please, consider your own
example of a populist leader or movement, discuss its divisive discourse as represented in media,
and trace which transnational dimension(s) (if any) it possesses.

° In critical media studies, there is tension between two seemingly opposing, if not
contradictory, audience roles. On the one hand, drawing on the idea of the “audience-commodity”
(Smythe, 1977), lies the political economy approach, according to which, by exploiting audience
time, attention, data, and sociality, media uses audiences as commodities (Fuchs, 2015). On the
other hand, especially with the rise of social media, there is a conceptualization of the audience as
“active”, where audiences have voice, agency, and are empowered. The active audience partakes
of cultural studies, ethnography, and the enthusiasm that characterized the early days of the
internet in media and communication studies, such as the work of Henry Jenkins and the idea of
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participatory culture. In turn, the audience-commodity thesis gathered fresh momentum after the
2010s with the commodification of the internet, the spread of smartphones, and the dominance of
digital platforms. The idea of the audience as a data commodity was popularized beyond academia
with theses on “surveillance capitalism” (Zuboff, 2017) and “platform capitalism” (Srnicek, 2016).
Please write your thoughts about these two opposing approaches in the context of digital platforms
and social media, bringing your own examples of audience roles.

° Popular culture has been an important issue of research in media and cultural studies.
Opinions on popular culture vary: on one hand, critics (e.g., the so-called Frankfurt School scholars
analyzing Culture Industries) saw popular culture as alienating; according to such approaches,
popular culture was seen as a complex of commercial spectacles produced by profit-driven media
corporations and culture industries, essentially stupefying and infantilizing audiences, offering
nothing that can contributing to the bettering of the people’s living conditions and social
circumstances. Other scholars (e.g., researchers associated with audience research and the British
cultural studies tradition) dismissed such claims and argued that popular culture is in fact
empowering and democratizing, facilitating symbolic resources corresponding to people’s varying
needs. To this regard, such scholars placed more emphasis on individual agency and the capacity
of people to make choices and differential readings. Rather than passive consumers, media
audiences were seen as active recipients and potential producers of media content, using
entertaining programs according to their special needs, and developing their own sense and
meanings rather than reproducing flattening consumerist lifestyles and views. Based on such
differentiated and opposing views, please develop the subject of popular culture theoretically, and
draw your provisional conclusions on how to make sense of popular culture today, taking into
consideration debates on digital media and the Internet as well.
