Task 2.1. Digital redlining as a new source of inequality

In 2016, a sensational research titled “Pokémon GO is changing how cities use public space, but could it be
more inclusive?” (by Shiva Kooragayala and Tanaya Sriniwas) was announced by Urban Institute, NGO.

The authors argued that the game, which “along the way... has earned accolades for its role in connecting
people to the places they live, has also been criticized for “Pokéstop redlining,” or the disproportionately high
concentration of Pokémon in white neighborhoods”. They created a map of Pokéstop in the District of
Columbia and matched it with the map of Hispanic- and Non-Hispanic- population settlements. The result is
shown below:
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Digital redlining is the practice of creating and perpetuating inequities that alter already marginalized groups
from access to particular goods and services specifically through the use of digital technologies, digital
content, and the internet.

So, as a result, we see that digitalization supports the already existing economics and social patterns. Other
negative effects of digitalization are believed to be:

1. Limited access to online services:

In the context of digitalization, many urban services, such as paying utility bills, making doctor's
appointments, or participating in public discussions, are moving to an online format. However, not all
residents have equal access to the Internet and necessary devices. A study conducted in the UK showed that
the COVID-19 pandemic has exacerbated the existing digital divide, especially among low-income families
who had to choose between paying for the Internet and buying food (Holmes, H. and Burgess, G., 2022.
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Digital exclusion and poverty in the UK: How structural inequality shapes experiences of getting online.
Digital Geography and Society, 3, p.100041.).

2. Increasing information inequality:

Even with access to the Internet, differences in digital skills can lead to the fact that some groups of the
population will not be able to effectively use online resources. This limits their ability to receive information,
education, and participate in public life, which in turn increases social inequality.

Answer the following questions:

1. Why is digitalization proclaimed one of the important goals of urban and, more broadly, public policy in
the vast majority of countries? What are the arguments supporting this policy on the city level?

2. What would you suggest to do to offset the negative impact of digitalization, which was discussed
above? Focus only on economic incentives and constraints.

3. What else do you think might explain the results obtained in the abovementioned study? Could it be
anything except the share of white residents that could explain the geographical distribution of Portal
locations?
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Task 2.2. Modern and pre-modern ways of governing property use.

Today, in most cities of Europe and the USA the legal regime for the use of land plots is regulated by zoning
laws. Zoning laws (or, as Americans tend to call them, zoning ordinances) clearly define the legal regime for
land plots, including both permitted uses of land and parametric construction constraints (maximum
buildings height, maximum floor area and etc.). This regime is tied to zones (that is why it is called zoning,
actually). All land plots within the boundaries of zones are subject to the same restrictions. These can be
residential (R), industrial (M) and other types of zones as seen on the snapshot of New York zoning map
below:

In modern zoning ordinances the rules of construction are clearly defined: the limiting construction
parameters are described in numbers, so there can be no ambiguity in their interpretation. For instance,
please find below how some construction constraints are visualized in the same New York ordinance:

Mariana Valverde, a famous Canadian sociologist and urban researcher, defines the way contemporary
zoning ordinances govern land use as “modernist” or, simply, modern. At the same time, Prof. Valverde
points out that today many cities still use “pre-modernist” (pre-modern) methods of controlling the use of
land and buildings, which proves that modernist interpretation of property use governance is not perfect.

When speaking of pre-modern ways of regulation, Prof. Valverde usually gives an example, that Ottawa's
regulations prohibit the use of sound amplification devices from 11:00 PM to 7:00 AM on weekdays, until
9:00 AM on Saturdays and until 12:00 PM on Sundays, but only if such use “disturbs the peace and comfort
of any person in any residential building”. The other interesting feature about this restriction is that its
criterion is not also universal for each part of the city: in establishing the criterion for violation of regulations,
city authorities assume that “sensitivity to noise will vary from community to community depending on the

composition and characteristics of the affected community residents”, so some inherently noisy uses (cafe,
bars and etc.) may be allowed to appear in some residential districts and at the same time can be banned in
others.

Based on the text presented above and your extra knowledge of how land use and property regulations work,
please, answer the following questions:

1. What do you think distinguishes modernist approaches to property use regulations from pre-modernist?
Can you please name any other modernist and pre-modernist forms of city form regulations?

2. Why do modern cities still sometimes turn to pre-modernist ways of regulating land use? Where and when
do modernist regulations fail?

3. Please, provide the name of the criterion for violation of pre-modernist regulations? How do city authorities
in the West call this criterion?

4. Which — modernist or pre-modernist — ways of property use regulation are dominant in Russia? What are
similarities and differences in how Russian cities control the use of space compared to American ones?

5. Are there any pre-modernist ways of property use regulation that are being used by Russian cities? Please,
provide some specific examples (if any).
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Task 2.3. Global cities: cultural, economic and social diversity

The concept of global cities was developed by the sociologist Saskia Sassen in 1991. In her work “The Global
City: New York, London, Tokyo”, Sassen defined global cities as key hubs of the world economy, where
financial markets, headquarters of transnational corporations, and highly skilled labor are concentrated.
These cities have large populations and function as strategic centers for managing global flows of capital,
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information, and labor.

These cities exhibit several distinguishing characteristics:

1. Economic power, characterized by a high GDP, a developed financial sector, and a significant share of
international business.

2. Innovation infrastructure, marked by a concentration of scientific and technological clusters, research
centers, and leading universities.

3. Cultural influence, evident in their role in shaping the global cultural agenda through media, art, fashion,
and architecture.

Global cities can be considered trendsetters in urban development. Many innovations and concepts in urban
development are produced and perfectly applied precisely in global cities.

However, Sassen emphasized that globalization not only increases the economic influence of global cities,
but also, for example, deepens social inequality. The high income levels of the elite are accompanied by the
marginalization of low-skilled workers, rising costs of living, and displacement of vulnerable groups to the
periphery.

In addition to their economic significance, global cities are significant consumers of resources and
contributors to pollution. The combination of population growth, high density, and overburdened
infrastructure leads to environmental challenges.

Global cities are subject to the "uniformization" effect, where commercialization and transnational business
activities can lead to the erosion of local identities and specificity. This phenomenon is vividly evident in the
case of visual similarity of coffee chains and international brands across global cities, posing challenges for
preserving the uniqueness of each city and its cultural heritage.

Answer the following questions:

1. What can help global cities to preserve their unique cultural environment in the face of globalization?
Suggest three strategies that cities can implement to preserve their unique character.

2. What urban policies and economic measures can contribute to reducing social inequality in the global
cities? Please provide two successful cases from global practice that demonstrate effective strategies.

3. What criteria turn a city into a trendsetter? Why do certain trends find ready acceptance in many cities,
while others face more challenges in being adopted? In which areas do global cities have the greatest
influence on global trends, and what factors limit the spread of innovations from global cities?

4. Can Moscow be considered a global city? Name the peculiarities of Moscow which prove it can be
regarded a global city, and those features of the Russian capital which cast doubt on this status.
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
