Topic 2.1. US vs Russian/CIS Urban Sprawl

Urban sprawl takes different forms. In the US, it is mostly represented by single-family homes
spread over large areas and strictly zoned with little or no other land uses in the residential
areas. In Russia and some countries of CIS (Commonwealth of Independent States), urban
sprawl takes a different form — high-rise apartment blocks with adjacent social services such
as education and healthcare. See images below for the representative examples of land use
patterns and some views. Both forms, however, are similar in being quite far away from
existing urban centres. They are also usually outside the central city’s administrative
boundaries?.
