Quite a few linguists argue against preserving minority languages. They see their extinction as a
natural process that mustn’t and can’t be counteracted. Below is an extract from the article “Are
dying languages worth saving?”.

“But for some it is not just a waste of resources but a misunderstanding of how language works. The
writer and broadcaster Kenan Malik says it is “irrational” to try to preserve all the world’s languages.

Earlier this year, the Bo language died out when an 85-year-old member of the Bo tribe in the India-
owned Andaman Islands died.

While it may seem sad that the language expired, says Mr Malik, cultural change is driving the
process.

“In one sense you could call it a cultural loss. But that makes no sense because cultural forms are
lost all the time. To say every cultural form should exist forever is ridiculous.” And when governments
try to prop languages up, it shows a desire to cling to the past rather than move forwards, he says.

“To have a public policy that a certain culture or language should be preserved shows a
fundamental misunderstanding. | don't see why it's in the public good to preserve Manx or Cornish or
any other language for that matter.” In the end, whether or not a language is viable is very simple. “If
a language is one that people don't participate in, it's not a language anymore.”

Ben and Jerry's is a Vermont-based ice-cream manufacturing company that has attracted
considerable attention and interest because of its high-quality ice-cream and unique corporate
culture. Company founders Ben Cohen and Jerry Greenland started their business because they
were dissatisfied with traditional employment opportunities. As their business grew, two
fundamental and interrelated traits of characterized their organization’s culture: l) a casudal,
carefree, employee-focused atmosphere 2) a commitment to social values. Interestingly, the culture
at Ben and Jerry’'s is not just something that the employees experience, it has helped build

customer loyalty as well as attract, retain, and motivate employees.

Jerry Greenfield if famous for his moto “If it is not fun, why do it?". This expression largely
characterizes the corporate culture at Ben and Jerry’s. A casual and relaxed environment pervades
the company’s manufacturing plant in Waterbury, Vermont. When there were concerns that
corporate growth would create stress that would challenge the culture, management created “Joy
Gangs”. Each joy gang is given the time and resources to plan ways for employees to have fun
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including the organization of birthday parties, team sports and concerts.

A central part of Ben and Jerry’s social mission is motivating their employees to participate actively
in a broad range of social causes. Specifically, employees are oriented to social activism as part of
their everyday work through paid participation in Community Action Teams (CATs). For example,
employees can work to build a baseball field for local children and plant trees at a historic home
site.

Space Debris Environmental Threat

Aside from the massive launch of commercial private communication satellite, space explorations
also become second-highest activities in outer space. Involvement of commercial actors in
exploration programmers is at present a dominant consideration of governments and increasingly
eager agencies to explore alternative mechanisms to take advantage of private contributions to
engage in future programmers and achieve challenging space exploration goals. The commercially
funded space exploration aims towards New Space ecosystem, a business-driven dynamic of the
space sector.

In this new ecosystem, space exploration and human spaceflight have grown into domains of
interest for private companies, entrepreneurs and investors, eager to engage in commercial
endeavors and conduct business in these fields. Together with new target markets pursued by
commercial actors, space mining, orbital tourism or even planetary colonization have been
currently put under the spotlight by ambitious private project announcements.

But the development of commercial activity in space inevitably results in the problem of space
debris. Space debris includes any manufactured object in space that serves no practical purpose,
includes nonfunctional spacecraft, unused fuel and dead batteries from satellite break-ups, paint
flakes, rocket bodies and mission-related debris (including human refuse).

On outer space, even a significantly microscopic object can cause significant harm to anything it
collides with. For example, a half-millimeter chip can puncture a spacesuit, and a marble-size
object can knock a satellite off. Aside from the economic loss, the secondary impacts for many on-
ground operational systems that rely on satellites remain, nonetheless. A collided-with satellite
means that the ground systems that depend on it must immediately provide backup or suffer a
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stoppage until the satellite is repaired or replaced. Virtually all modern communications,
commercial and scientific interests are similarly threatened by collisions.

All these facts provide a direct responsibility for national space activities of both governmental and
non-governmental entities. Thus, any state is directly responsible for its “national endeavors”,
whether they are to be performed by a governmental agency or private entity.
