Apart from other responsibilities, the state often takes on another function, which is to produce public
goods. These goods have two basic features. These are non-competitiveness (receiving public goods by
one beneficiary does not mean other beneficiaries cannot have the same public goods) and non-
exclusiveness (it is impossible or economically impractical to exclude a beneficiary from using this or
that public goods). The examples of such goods are education, healthcare, law and order, national
security, etc. As a result, a so-called “free rider effect” occurs — individuals enjoy public goods but avoid
paying for them.

Throughout the history of mankind, the requirements for officials have changed many times. At some
point, it seemed that the concept of “ideal bureaucracy” introduced by Max Weber solved this problem
once and for all.
