Instructions for Completing Olympiad Assignments

1. The Olympiad competition shall consist of writing an essay on one out of five topics, in Russian
or English, with a character count of at least 5,000 (including spaces).

2. Upon signing into the online system, the participant will read the Olympiad assignment in the
system, as well as view the proposed topics, essay writing guidelines and assessment criteria,
and then select a topic for their paper.



3. Then, the participant should open up an MS Word file and complete the assignment in an MS
Word format (.doc or .docx), specifying their selected topic in the file.

4. While completing the essay assignment, the participant must keep track of the character count in
MS Word, so that it meets the required size of at least 5,000 characters with spaces.

5. The participant may not use printed or electronic resources during the assignment. Furthermore,
he/she must not sign out of the MS Word file until the allotted time for the essay writing
competition expires. As per p. 4.20 of the HSE INTO-2023 Regulations, if a participant violates
the rules for participating in Olympiad competitions held online using the proctoring
technologies, the proctor should remove the participant from the system. In addition, said
student shall be deprived of their right to retake the competition in question.

6. Upon the completion of the assignment within the set timeframe, i.e., 180 minutes, the
participant must save their MS Word file on the computer as a final work (the latest version)
and upload it to the online system.

7. If the participant fails to upload a file with the final version of his/her work to the online
system within the allotted time, upon the expiration of the set period (i.e., 180 minutes), he/she
will be disconnected from the system without the subsequent option of submitting his/her final
work to the Olympiad’s Organizing Committee.

Evaluation criteria for essays in International Relations

The essays in International Relations are evaluated according to five criteria (the maximum
score is 100 points):

1. Erudition (max. 30 points)

This criterion is used to assess the breadth of knowledge in history of international relations and
contemporary politics as well as ideas that influence modern political science. Special attention
will be paid to knowledge of concepts, theories, and their authors. References to books and
articles will be considered an advantage; they should be included in an abbreviated format — the
author's last name and year placed in brackets, for example: (Bogaturov, 1999).

2. Analytical skills (max. 20 points)

The jury will assess the participant’s ability to perform critical analysis of the sources and
literature; they are expected to take into account different points of view. A focus on describing
events and ideas without adding the participant’s critical reflection will negatively affect their
final score.

3. Logic / composition (max. 20 points)

This criterion is used to assess the participant’s way of thinking, essay structure, its consistency
and validity, as well as the participant’s ability to build logical connections, maintain their line of
reasoning, and justify their position. Unconfirmed conclusions and logical inconsistencies will be
considered errors.

4. Academic language and style (max. 20 points)

The text should be well-written in a good academic style. The jury will not appreciate pathos,
excessive admiration, or dispraise. A participant should refrain from unnecessary
generalizations, commonplace, empty, non-informative phrases, and incorrect usage of terms and
definitions.

5. Knowledge of the current political agenda (max. 10 points)

Reasoning on any of the topics should contain references to today's political agenda. This may
include both references to and analysis of current international events as well as attributions to
addresses and statements delivered by political figures and diplomats and references to relevant
expert materials.
