The Soviet Union included 15 Soviet Socialist Republics. One of them, the Russian Soviet Federative
Socialist Republic (RSFSR), encompassed multiple autonomous republics (Bashkir ASSR, Kazan ASSR,
Yakut ASSR, etc.).

On August 6, 1990, Boris Yeltsin, the Head of the RSFSR Supreme Council, delivered the following
address to the leaders of autonomous republics: "Take as much sovereignty as you can swallow!" Yet, a
decade later, Russia (the legal successor of RSFSR) started rolling back the powers assigned to regions
and municipalities and redistributing their revenue in favor of the central state budget.
