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Abstract

Nowadays the problems of ethnic, cultural and religious diversity have become the central issue of
public discourse in different countries. Recently social psychologists paid special attention to ideological
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attitudes which may be crucial for intergroup relations and harmonization of interethnic relations, the re-
duction of prejudice. The most common intergroup ideologies: all assimilationism, colorblindness, multi-
culturalism and policulturalism. All them can be found in society at the same time, depending on to socio-
political situation, however one can dominate. The maintenance of one ideology has ambiguous implica-
tions for intergroup relations harmonization and for reduction of prejudice. There is a need for further re-
search with the account of local contexts.
